The purpose of competition at the Sydney Royal Easter Show is to encourage agricultural and pastoral excellence, ensuring the continual 
improvement of standards. In the 1870s the Society introduced Regulations to govern judges and judging to ensure that competition was consistent 
and fair, and the tradition of Perpetual Trophies dates back to this time.  

The Perpetual Trophies are the most prestigious of all RAS Awards. They have a dual function in recognising superior effort in competition and 
commemorating people and organisations that have had a long and meritorious connection with the Society. Some of the trophies currently 
competed for were first won in 1911. Winners of Perpetual Trophies are permanently honoured, taking their place alongside past winners and 
becoming part of the ongoing tradition of the RAS.  

The Perpetual Trophy Collection of the RAS is unique. It comprises a wide range of beautiful and elegant trophies that illustrate an extraordinary 
history of agricultural judging and the pursuit of excellence.

Given the current circumstances, the RAS will accept performances to be submitted in the following 4 

categories and the Committee will take all information into account in the fairest way it can when offering 

acceptances of entry for the 2022 Show: 

1. Any performances gained between Thursday 26 November 2020 and Tuesday 30 November 2021 towards 

the following performance requirement: 

As detailed section by section hereunder, saddlehorses and show hunters require a minimum of six (6) open wins during 

the official performance period. This requires at least four (4) open wins from Agricultural Shows, and no more than two 

(2) open wins from a non-agricultural (Breed or Hack) Show. The majority of breed Classes need a minimum of three (3) 

wins in the Class that is relevant to what you will be entering (e.g., Three (3) open breed led wins if you are entering led 

Classes and three (3) open breed ridden wins if you are entering under saddle). 

2. All 2021 Sydney Royal Horse Show performances - i.e., performances as above gained between 1 December 

2018 and 25 November 2020.  

3. All past performances at State Royal Shows including Sydney. 

4. Any other relevant information. 

Please note: The RAS cannot provide a copy of any past performances submitted. It is the responsibility of Exhibitors to re submit 
their performances accurately. 

All horses entered must be microchipped and registered on a recognised National Registry. All horses entered must also 
be registered with a BREED SOCIETY recognised by the ROYAL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY of NSW (refer to Schedule) or with 
EQUESTRIAN AUSTRALIA, or the SHOW HORSE COUNCIL OF AUSTRALASIA. Only horses entered in Business Delivery & 
Turnout Classes and Heavy Horse Obstacle Classes are not required to be registered.  

If results are incorrectly recorded (Name, date of show, number in class, award gained, type of class, judge and exhibitor), 

the performance may not be accepted. 

First place, Reserve Champion, Champion or Supreme Champion winners from the 2021 Sydney Royal Easter Show or any other 

State Royal Shows within the performance period are not afforded automatic entry into Classes for future Shows.  

A “WIN” is considered as: 

• First place, Champion or Reserve Champion in Open Classes at Agricultural Shows. An OPEN CLASS is one that does 

not restrict entrants. Examples of restricted Classes include Novice, Intermediate, Maiden, Local, etc. 

• First, second, third and fourth placing in Open Classes at State Royal Shows, being Sydney, Melbourne, Brisbane, 

Canberra, Perth, Darwin, Adelaide and Hobart. Please note: Bathurst, Geelong, Toowoomba, Launceston and Norfolk 

Island are considered Agricultural Shows, not State Royal Shows. 

• First and second placing in a Novice Class at the previous Sydney Royal Horse Show will be considered as a win. 

• Only one (1) Lady’s, Gentleman’s or Child’s HACK OR SHOW HUNTER event win, may be included as part of your 

performance. 

• For Show Hunters only, one (1) Working Show Hunter event win may be included as part of your performance.  

A first place in Open Class at the Sydney Royal Horse Show will be the equivalent of two Agricultural Show wins.  

If you win a NOVICE CLASS at a State Royal prior to the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show, it is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to 

officially withdraw from the Novice Class entered into, or transfer into an Open Class, if they are not already entered. If a horse has 

won an Open/Childs/Adult/Lady/Gent Class at a State Royal Show it is no longer considered a novice. If a rider has won an Open 

or Novice Class at a State Royal Show, he or she is no longer considered a novice. An Exhibit that has qualified to compete in an 

Open Championship Class at another State Royal will no longer be eligible to compete in a Novice Class at Sydney Royal. A child 

under 17 years who has won an open or novice riding Class at a State Royal will be eligible to compete as an adult novice rider, 

whilst eligible. 

ONLY ONE PERFORMANCE FROM EACH SHOW WILL COUNT If you win your Open Class and then go on to win the Champion, 

only one will count as a win (including performances from Royal Shows). Should you place first in a restricted (e.g. Novice, 

Intermediate, etc.) Class and go on to win the Champion or Reserve, the Champion or Reserve will be counted. Similarly, if you 

place second (in open or restricted Class) and go on to gain Reserve Champion, the Reserve Champion will be counted as a win.  



 

 

 

SADDLE HORSES AND SHOW HUNTERS 

AN EXHIBIT CAN ONLY BE ENTERED IN EITHER SADDLE HORSE CLASSES OR SHOW HUNTER CLASSES BUT NOT 

BOTH. 

THE PERFORMANCE GUIDELINES BELOW APPLY TO BOTH SADDLE HORSES AND SHOW HUNTERS 

• Qualifications for entry of SADDLE HORSES OR SHOW HUNTERS to the Sydney Royal Easter Show change from year 

to year. There is no specific performance requirement set until after the Closing Date of Entries when all entries are 

considered. However, it is recommended a minimum of six (6) open wins are required during the official performance 

period. This requires at least four (4) open wins from Agricultural Shows, and no more than two (2) open wins from 

a non-agricultural (Breed or Hack) Show. Please Note: “Top 10 Horse of the Year” will not be counted as a win, but 

Exhibitors are able to include this in their performance listing.  

• CHAMPION SADDLE HORSE HACKS, OR CHAMPION SHOW HUNTER HACKS from the 2021 Sydney Royal Horse 

Show will be accepted into Open Classes with only additional two (2) performances from Agricultural Shows held after 

Tuesday 13 April 2021. Please note: Supremes, Champions and Reserve Champions from other State Royals will count 

as one (1) win.  

• In cases where a horse has only five (5) wins, second placings at Agricultural Shows will be considered at a ratio of four 

seconds are equal to one first. In addition, overall performance at all events will be taken into consideration. 
 

WORKING SHOW HUNTERS  

• Only horses entered in Show Hunter and/or Ridden Breed Classes are eligible to enter Working Hunter Classes.  

• All horses entered in Working Hunter Classes must submit at least two (2) jumping performances obtained during the 

qualification period. 

• This placing may be gained in a Working Hunter Class, a Showjump Competition at Pony Club, Adult Riding Club, 

Showjump Club, Eventing performance, or an Interschool‘s Showjumping performance.  

• Clydesdales, Percherons & Shires are not eligible for the Working Show Hunter Classes. 

• The performance must demonstrate the horse and rider combination have experience completing a showjump 

course however does not need to be a win. 

LEADING REIN 

• Ponies which are to be ridden in Leading Rein must have been accepted for and competing in a ridden Class or Classes 

for Breed or Hack events at the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show. 

BREED CLASSES 

• Qualifications for entry into Breed Classes at the Sydney Royal Easter Show alter from section to section. The majority 

of breeds unless otherwise specified need a minimum of three (3) wins in the Class that is relevant to what you 

will be entering (e.g. Three (3) open breed led wins if you are entering led Classes and three (3) open breed ridden wins 

if you are entering under saddle).  

• Breed wins will only be accepted from shows affiliated with an RAS recognised Breed Society. Recognised Breed Societies 

are listed in this document and on the website.  

• Breeds which require a suggested minimum of two (2) placings in the Class that is relevant to that which is being entered 

are: Clydesdales, Percherons and Shires. 

• First places, Champions and Reserve Champion placings in relevant Classes at Agricultural Shows or Breed Shows must 

be gained during the official performance period.  

• First, second or third placing gained in a Class at the 2021 Sydney Royal Horse Show will be considered as a win. 

• Broodmares do not require any performances and may transfer to dry mare Classes only if they have the relevant 

performance. 

WORKING AUSTRALIAN STOCK HORSE CLASSES 

• Only horses entered in Stock Horse Classes are eligible to enter Working Stock Horse Classes.   

• All horses entered in Working Stock Horse Classes must submit at least three (3) Working Stock Horse performances 

obtained during the qualification period. 

• ASH Futurity and Maturity Classes will not be counted as a win, but Exhibitors are able to include this in their performance 

listing.  

  



 

RIDING CLASSES & TURNOUT CLASSES 

• For the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show, Riding Classes require a minimum of three (3) Open Riding Class wins at 

Agricultural Shows or recognised Breed shows.  

• First and second placing in a Novice Class at the previous Sydney Royal Horse Show will be considered as a win. 

• Turnout Classes require a minimum of two (2) performances (placings) in Turnout Classes during the qualification period 

or a minimum of three (3) Open Riding Class wins at Agricultural Shows or recognised Breed shows. 

• It is the Rider’s responsibility to confirm that the mount nominated to be used in your Riding Class(es)/Turnout Class has 

been accepted for (excluding Pony Club) and competing in at least one Class for breeds, hack or showjumping before it 

can be used as your Riding Class/Turnout mount. If the horse nominated, was not accepted in at least one Class, then 

you must contact the Horse Section to nominate a different horse, that you have confirmed with the Owner has been 

accepted and competing in at least one Class at the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show, otherwise you must officially 

withdraw. 

HARNESS CLASSES 

• Horses or Ponies entering in the Harness Classes are recommended to submit one (1) harness performance at a 

recognised Agricultural Show or Harness Show. These must be gained during the official performance period 

 

PLEASE NOTE: 

• THERE WILL BE NO ADDITIONAL PERFORMANCES ACCEPTED AFTER ENTRIES CLOSE ON Wednesday 1 

December 2021. 

• Your online entry/nomination MUST be submitted by the Official Closing Date – Wednesday 1 December 2021 for Breeds, 

Hacks, Harness, Leading Rein & Riding Classes.  

• To assist Exhibitors, we have provided a Performance Record Sheet on the Sydney Royal Website 

www.rasnsw.com.au/horse . It is suggested that you print a copy and record your performance throughout the year.  

• For Agricultural Shows, which hold more than one (1) Annual Show, Performances will only be counted if they are 

listed in the Agricultural Societies Council of NSW’s Show Dates Book or ASC website. For any Agricultural Shows running 

supplementary shows, it is a requirement to have more than one month between these two shows. 

• Additional Annual Shows held interstate will be considered on an individual basis. 

• Multiple Agricultural Society performances gained on the same Agricultural, or other showground, over one or 

more successive days involving similar but independent programs, run by one or more Agricultural Show 

Societies will only be accepted as one individual performance (per Exhibit per Section/Breed).

No 
adjustments will be provided after the Application for Entry has been submitted. The Membership Name must be: (i) where the Exhibitor is a single 
Person, the Exhibitor Name; (ii) where the Exhibitor is more than one Person or a partnership, one of the Persons forming that partnership; or (iii) 
where the Exhibitor is a firm or company, the Authorised Contact Person/Representative of that firm or company. Members who are not financial at 
the time of submitting their Entry Fees will not be eligible for the entry discount. 

Visit www.rasnsw.com.au/members for more information on Membership or call 02 9704 1144. 

Entry Fee reductions are dependent upon Class(es) being entered. Non-member Entry Fees and non-member Stabling Fees apply for 
Exhibitors where they are not financial members of the RAS. Applicants acknowledge that a valid RAS membership number must be 
provided at the time of submitting their application in order to receive the applicable discount.  

❖ IDENTIFICATION OF EXHIBITS AND NATIONAL REGISTRY REQUIREMENTS  

As a Condition of Entry, your horse must be microchipped and registered with a recognised National Registry. If your horse is not already 
microchipped, please contact your local vet then visit either the Australasian Animal Registry (www.aar.org.au) or another recognised National 
Registry to register the microchip number online.  

Registration papers, microchip registration certificates, or copies thereof, will be required to be on hand whilst the Exhibitor and the Exhibits are on 
the Showground and must be produced upon request for perusal by the RAS Measurers/Identifiers, Ring Steward or other RAS Authorised Person, 
so that the animal can be identified prior to competing, or as otherwise specified by the RAS.  

All horses entered in the Sydney Royal Horse Competitions must be presented to the Official Measurer on the Showground for 
identification prior to competing in the Classes in which they are entered.

❖ DEFINITION OF EXHIBITOR 

Exhibitor means for each Competition, the Person on whose behalf an Application for Entry is lodged with and accepted by the RAS, and includes 
the representatives and agents of an Exhibitor. Person includes a natural person, firm, partnership, company or corporation. The following is an 
example of three different Exhibitors in one Competition representing partnerships made up of different persons: 

1. Smith, Jones & Clarke  

2. Smith, Taylor & Johns  

3. Smith, Taylor, Johns & Clarke  

If Exhibits are entered under a partnership, the same name should be placed at the beginning of each partnership as shown above. 

Please note: It is extremely important that you enter with the correct Exhibitor name – refer to instructions on the online Entry System 

Please note:  

1. The Stabling Manager will be used for stabling purposes. If the Exhibitor is the Stabling Manager, please indicate so on the Application for Entry. 

2. The Owner is not required to be the Exhibitor or form part of the Exhibitor name. The Owner will be recorded for each Horse Exhibit. 

❖   DEFINITION OF A STABLING MANAGER 

For all Horse Competitions, a Stabling Manager MUST be nominated on the Application for Entry. This person will be responsible for all stabling 
administration. The Stabling Manager is the reference point for stabling of multiple Exhibits from different Exhibitors together where possible.  

There is a limit of 12 horses to be entered under the same Stable Manager. 

❖ DEFINITION OF AN OWNER (in Special Horse Regulations) 

a) The Exhibitor is responsible for the care and control of the Exhibit on the Showground and compliance with the RAS Rules and Regulations. 

b) If the legal owner of the Exhibit is different to the Exhibitor, the legal owner/s must be listed on the Application for Entry (‘the Owner’). 

c) The Owner/s may be jointly responsible for the care and control of the animal and be brought into Disciplinary Proceedings at the RAS’ discretion. 

d) If an Exhibit is sold after the entry has been made the RAS must be notified in writing with a payment of $60. The seller or the purchaser may 

make the notification, no later than 14 days before the date of Exhibition. 

❖ ACCOMMODATION  

On-site accommodation arrangements may change. More information about on-site accommodation will be communicated with Exhibitors closer to 
the 2022 Show. 

❖ EXHIBITION PASSES 

Passes will be allocated and posted to Exhibitors as follows:  

1 and 2 horses 2 Passes 

3 and 4 horses  3 Passes 

5 and more horses  4 Passes 

Exhibitors in Riding Classes will be allocated one (1) pass per day of Competition if exhibiting a horse in Hacks, Breeds or Showjump. No additional 
tickets will be allocated. 

❖ STABLING  

Stabling will be allocated according to availability.  

The Stabling Manager is the reference point for stabling of multiple Exhibits from different Exhibitors together where possible. 

Please note: Exhibits from different Exhibitors will only be attempted to be stabled together if the same Stabling Manager has been listed on the 
online Application for Entry, this includes an individual who is showing under two different Exhibitor names. For example: Mr S Smith & Ms J Smith 
and Mr S Smith & Ms L Jones; although Mr S Smith is part of both partnership Exhibitors, those Exhibitors’ horses may only be considered to be 
stabled together if the Stabling Manager listed for each is the same person. 

Stabling Fees for 2022 will be charged at: 

• $42 per stable per night (25% RAS Member discount applies) 

• Stable Deposit $100 per stable  

 Fees will be payable upon notification by the RAS. Fees include GST. 

Payment of Stabling Fees, including Stabling Deposits (which cover your tack room combination lock), will be payable upon notification. Notification 
of stable and loft allocations will be mailed to Exhibitors by mid-February 2022. Please note that stabling and loft accommodation is NOT 
GUARANTEED, and allocation is at the discretion of the Horse Committee. Fees include GST. 

A $25 fee (per Exhibit) will be applicable for any stable allocation change requests received within 14 days of the Show commencing. This fee will 
only apply for changes approved by the Horse Section Office. Please note there will be no guarantee that change requests to stabling allocation can 
be accommodated. 

❖ EXHIBITOR RECORD AND TAX INVOICE 

For the Exhibitor’s record, a copy of each Application for Entry or online confirmation report should be retained.  

Upon receipt of payment by the RAS, the offline Application for Entry becomes a tax invoice, and for offline Applications for Entry, a confirmation 
email and tax invoice will be issued upon request.

❖ INCORRECT AND INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS FOR ENTRY  

A Correction Fee of $25 will be charged by the RAS, at its discretion, for each Application for Entry which is incorrect or incomplete. If an Application 
for Entry is not rectified in accordance with RAS’ requirements, the entry may not be accepted by the RAS. 

❖ DOCUMENTS FOR PRESENTATION WHILST ON THE SHOWGROUND 

Horse Registration papers, microchip registration papers, showjump performance cards and birth certificates, or photocopies thereof, are NOT 
required to be submitted to the RAS or accompany an Application for Entry.  

Such documentation will be required to be on hand whilst the Exhibitor and the Exhibits are on the Showground and must be produced upon request 
for perusal by the RAS Measurers/Identifiers, Ring Steward or other RAS Authorised Person, or as otherwise specified by the RAS. 

❖ EXHIBITOR CONFIRMATION ADVICE (BENCHSLIPS) AND DASHBOARD SLIPS 

Exhibitors: Please note that you require your Exhibitor Confirmation Advice (benchslip) to be allowed access to the grounds. A dashboard slip will 
also be issued, and the Showtime Authorised Contact Person’s name and mobile phone number will be printed on the dashboard slip. 

Dashboard slips must be displayed on the dashboard of your vehicle at all times whilst on the Showground. You must bring your benchslip to check 
in at the Horse Office upon arrival and also present to the Horse Measurer’s Bay for Exhibit identification. Exhibits must be on the Showground to 
complete check-in. 

❖ NOVICE CLASSES 

If you win a NOVICE CLASS at a Royal prior to the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show, it is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to officially withdraw from the 
Novice Class entered into, or transfer into an Open Class, if not already entered. If a horse has won any Open/Childs/Adult/Lady/Gent Class at a 
State Royal Show or any show held outside Australia, it is no longer considered a Novice. An Exhibit that has qualified to compete in an Open 
Championship Class at another State Royal will no longer be eligible to compete in a Novice Class at Sydney Royal. 

❖ SCORE SHEETS 

It is at the absolute discretion of the Judge and the Chair of the Horse Committee as to whether Scoresheets are posted at the completion of a Class. 

❖ RIDING COMPETITIONS 

Riding Competitors must ride an Exhibit that has been accepted for and competing in a Class or Classes for Breed, Hack or Jumping events at the 
2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show. Heavy Horses cannot be used as a mount in Riding Classes. 

❖ DEPARTURE/“CHECK-OUT” 

On Departure, Exhibitors MUST present their Exhibits’ Breastplate to be sighted by the Horse Office for “Check-out” and stable checking. The Stable 
will be checked by RAS personnel, and if the stable condition is satisfactory, the stable deposit will be refunded within three weeks after the conclusion 
of the Show. Without sighting Exhibit Breastplates on Departure, deposit refunds will not be issued. 

 

❖ CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

Exhibitors must adhere to the Conditions of Entry to Sydney Showground located at www.rasnsw.com.au, the RAS General Regulations and the 
Special Sydney Royal Horse Show Regulations in this Schedule (the “Regulations”), as they are bound by these terms. 

A condition of entering into Competitions is strict adherence to the Regulations. Accordingly, Applications for Entry in the name of deceased Person(s) 
are not eligible for entry. 

The Application for Entry and the Regulations constitute the whole agreement upon which Entries are submitted and the Exhibitor agrees that all 
representations and statements not appearing on the Application for Entry or in the Regulations are excluded.  

The Exhibitor certifies that each animal Exhibited by them or by their child/children/guardian is duly registered and either their property absolutely or 
is under their absolute care and control. The Exhibitor holds the RAS exempt from any liability in the event of any loss or damage from any cause 
whatsoever.  

A refund of Entry Fees shall not be made unless an official withdrawal form is submitted to the Horse Section and is received by the Horse 

Competitions & Events Coordinator by MONDAY 14 MARCH 2022. A refund will not be provided until all unused passes have been returned to the 
Horse Competitions & Events Coordinator. 

The RAS has the power to evict any Exhibitor from the Showground in the event of a breach of the Conditions of Entry to Sydney 
Showground, RAS General Regulations and/or the Rules and Regulations in the 2022 Sydney Royal Horse Show Schedule. 

❖ WORKING WITH CHILDREN 

Exhibitors must comply with all applicable Working with Children legislation. 

The Exhibitor agrees to produce on demand, at least one (1) month before Competition, evidence of Working with Children checks for themselves, 

their employees or volunteers who are involved in a child-related role or have direct unsupervised contact with children.

❖ DISCLAIMER

❖ PRIZES & GST 

The Australian Taxation Office has deemed that GST is payable on prizes if an Exhibitor is registered for GST and enters an Exhibit as part of a 
business enterprise. 

The information an Exhibitor provides on the Application for Entry determines whether GST is applicable. 

Any prize stated in this Schedule does not include GST. 

GST will not apply: 

1. if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as a hobby or private recreational pursuit; or 

2. if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business enterprise, the Exhibitor has an ABN, but the Exhibitor is NOT REGISTERED for GST. 

3. if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business enterprise, the Exhibitor is not entitled to an ABN as the business or enterprise is not 
operating in Australia. 

GST will apply: 

4. if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business enterprise, the Exhibitor has an ABN, and the Exhibitor is REGISTERED for GST. 

Where GST applies, the RAS will pay the prize money quoted in this Schedule plus 10% GST. The RAS will issue a recipient created tax invoice. 

WARNING: The Exhibitor must complete the Tax Details on the Application for Entry. Failure to do so will result in the RAS deducting 47% of the 
successful Exhibitor's prize money as Pay As You Go Tax (PAYG). The RAS recommends that the Exhibitor seeks professional advice before 
completing the Tax Details. 

❖ SUPPORTER PRIZES 

Prizes are provided by third parties and the RAS advises that any such prizes may be subject to change or amendment occurring at any time, thereby 
making the original information published incorrect. 

❖ WORKPLACE SURVEILLANCE ACT 

RAS operates surveillance cameras from Sydney Showground Security and these are located in and around facilities requiring security monitoring for 
the safety or security of individuals or property. RAS also has access to Sydney Olympic Park security cameras and vice versa. Please note that 
security camera monitoring is continuous and ongoing and it is deemed that a person, by entering the Showground, consents to this photographing, 
filming or taping. RAS strictly complies with the Workplace Surveillance Act 2005. 

❖ WITHDRAWALS (Gents, Ladies and Childs Hack and Show Hunter Classes). 

Entries are permitted in Gents, Ladies and Childs Hack and Show Hunter Classes. However, the Exhibit may only compete in one of the three 
Classes. Transfers between these are not permitted. Exhibitors must confirm their intention to start in their chosen Class by 7am on the morning of 
the Class. Failure to withdraw from the Class(es) you are not competing in will result in an Absent Penalty of $150. Acceptance Fees for these three 
Classes will not be refunded. 

Please note: If an Exhibit has won its Open Class, it is permitted to be withdrawn from Gents, Ladies & Childs Classes with no withdrawal penalty. 

❖ CLASHES 

When entering Classes from the Horse Schedule please be aware that due to the complicated nature of the 12 day program there are likely to be 
clashes between some Classes. We are aware of these and every endeavour has been made to eliminate them, where possible. However, due to 
horses having multiple registrations and the fact that as many as four Classes are run at the same time, in different rings, it is not possible to eliminate 
all Class clashes. Therefore, where these occur, the Exhibitor may have to make a choice between one Class and the other. Your co-operation will 
be much appreciated. 

❖ SWAPPING MOUNTS 

Swapping mounts in the Main Arena is not permitted. Riders must leave the Arena to swap mounts. An exception may be granted by the Chief Steward 
in a Championship Class where a rider may have more than one mount in the Class. 

❖ TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP 

Please see Special Horse Regulation 14 (d). 

❖ HENDRA VIRUS

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S P E C I A L  H O R S E  R E G U L A T I O N S  
OF THE RAS OF NSW WHICH APPLY TO THE SYDNEY ROYAL EASTER SHOW

INTRODUCTION 

The RAS General Regulations apply to all Sections of the Show. These 
Special Horse Regulations apply to the Horse Section only. If there is 
inconsistency between the General Regulations and these Special 
Horse Regulations, the Special Horse Regulations prevail. Copies of all 
Regulations are available from the Administration Office. General 
Regulations are available at https://www.rasnsw.com.au. 

The Committee may from time to time resolve that the use of a particular 
thing or device by an Exhibitor does not amount to Unethical Conduct in 
terms of the General Regulations. 

DEFINITIONS 

1. In these Special Horse Regulations, but subject to the context: 

Chief Steward means the Steward appointed by the RAS to act as 
Chief Steward in respect of any Class and includes the Steward-in-
Chief and any assistant Stewards-in-Chief of the Horse Section. 

Closing Date means the last date on which an Application for Entry 
to a Show must be received by the RAS, and is synonymous with 
the Day of Entry as defined in the General Regulations. 

Committee means the Horse Section Committee of the RAS. 

Horse Events Coordinator means the Person from time to time 
appointed by the RAS to that position. 

Horse Section Office means the office designated as such by the 
RAS for a Show. 

Ring means the area in which any Class is being or is intended to 
be conducted. 

Ringmaster includes the Ringmaster, any deputy or assistant 
Ringmaster and any Person for the time being exercising some or 
all of the functions of the Ringmaster.  

Stabling Manager means the Person who is nominated on the 
Application for Entry and will be responsible for all stabling 
administration. The Stabling Manager is the reference point for 
stabling of multiple Exhibits from different Exhibitors together where 
possible.  

NOMINATIONS AND ENTRIES 

2. The expressions; Nomination, Application for Entry and entry form 
are synonymous. 

(a) All Applications for Entry of an Exhibit must be on an 
 Application for Entry. 

(b)  An Application for Entry must be:  

i) completed in its entirety; 

ii) signed and dated; 

iii) accompanied by such additional material as required by the 
form, the Regulations or the Committee. 

3. An Application for Entry that does not comply with Regulation 2 may 
be returned for completion. A fee of $25 is payable. 

(a) No Entry will be accepted if the Application for Entry, whether 
 or not duly completed, is received after the Closing Date. 

(b) A nomination for a horse that has previously been exempted 
 from Grand Parades on the basis of fractious behaviour will 
 not be accepted, unless the Committee otherwise decides. 

4. No animal other than an Exhibit shall be brought on to the 
Showground by any Person except with the consent of the Chief 
Executive or the Chairman of the Committee.  

Horse Exhibitors are not permitted to bring dogs onto the 
Showground. 

FEES 

5. Every Application for Entry shall be accompanied by the applicable 
Fees, as determined by the Committee from time to time.  

6. Despite any other Special Regulation, the Committee may from time 
to time and in its absolute discretion: 

(a) Determine that a fee is payable in connection with any 
 occurrence or circumstance; 

(b) Waive, in whole or in part, any fee payable pursuant to those 
 Special Regulations; 

(c) Amend any fee payable. 

7. Non-payment of any money payable pursuant to these Special 
Regulations will automatically disqualify the Exhibitor and the horse 
in question from Exhibition at any Show. 

SWABBING LEVY 

8. To offset the cost of testing for Prohibited Substances, a levy must 
be paid by each Exhibitor on each Class entered (excluding 
Competitors in Riding Classes). This fee is incorporated in the Class 
Entry Fee. 

INDEMNITY 

9. Refer to the General Regulations at www.rasnsw.com.au. 

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENT 

10. (a) An Application for Entry will NOT be accepted for horses without 
a recognised performance. The Committee may from time to 
time in its absolute discretion impose such performance 
requirements as it considers appropriate. 

(b) A qualifying performance must be achieved during the twelve 
months prior to the Closing Date (i.e. 1/12/2018 to 25/11/2020 
inclusive), at a recognised Agricultural Show or, under special 
circumstances as determined by the Committee, a horse show 
other than an agricultural show. 

(c) In assessing performances, the RAS will have regard to 
championship, reserve championship and first place Awards in 
open Classes at a recognised agricultural show and to first, 
second, third and fourth place Awards at Sydney, Melbourne, 
Brisbane, Canberra, Perth, Adelaide, Hobart and Darwin State 
Royal Shows. Only one Award from a show will be considered. 

ELIGIBILITY FOR ENTRY ETC 

11. As at the Closing Date, a horse must be registered with a Breed 
Society/Association or organisation recognised by the RAS and 
have satisfied the applicable performance requirements. 

12. (a) Horses blind of an eye may only compete in Showjumping and 
led Classes.  

(b) A brood mare exhibited in a Class for brood mares is not eligible 
to compete in any other Stud, Saddle or Harness Classes 
(Group Classes, Coloured Led Classes and Clydesdale Mare 
driven Class excepted). 

(c) An Exhibit which is entered in a Novice Class at the Show and 
after entry wins a Novice or Open Class at the Canberra Royal 
Show will no longer be eligible to compete as a novice at the 
Show. 

(d) An Exhibit which has won in a pair and/or fours Class is still 
considered a novice in Single Classes. 

(e) Horses with docked tails, born on or after 1 August 2007, are 
not eligible for entry. 

TIMETABLE OF JUDGING 

13. A timetable of judging of all Classes and events will be available to 
all Exhibitors at www.rasnsw.com.au. This judging timetable is 
subject to change at any time. 

The RAS accepts no responsibility if judging times conflict with one 
or more Classes or events in which an Exhibitor may be entered. 
Where conflict does occur, it is the responsibility of the Exhibitor to 
notify a withdrawal from either event. 

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS  

14. (a) The Exhibitor is responsible for the care and control of the Exhibit 
on the Showground and compliance with the Rules and 
Regulations. 

(b) If the legal owner of the Exhibit is different to the Exhibitor, the 
legal owner/s must be listed on the Application for Entry (‘the 
Owner’). 

(c) The Owner/s may be jointly responsible for the care and control 
of the animal and be brought into Disciplinary Proceedings at 
the RAS’ discretion. 

(d) If an Exhibit is sold after the entry has been made, the RAS must 
be notified in writing with a payment of $60. The seller or the 
purchaser may make the notification, no later than 14 days 
before the date of Exhibition.

STABLES ETC. 

15. (a) The RAS will allocate stables to each Exhibitor according to the 
number and composition of the Exhibitor's Exhibit(s). 

(b) An Exhibitor will be taken to have vacated and to not require a 
stable that has been allocated to that Exhibitor if, by 8am on the 
day of allocation, the stable has not been occupied by an 
Exhibit. 

(c) No Exhibitor has any right to use or occupy any stable or portion 
of the Showground allocated to him from time to time by the 
RAS and shall forthwith vacate same upon being requested so 
to do by any Official of the RAS. 

(d) One tack room will be set aside by the RAS in respect of every 
six horses, to be used for the storage of tack and feed. The 
Owners of the horses must share the use of the tack room only 
with each other and only for the purpose of tack and feed 
storage. 

(e) Any horse found in a stable not allocated to such horse shall, if 
so required by any Official of the RAS, be immediately removed 
from the Showground and shall not again enter the Showground 
except with the written consent of the Chairman of the 
Committee. 

(f) Horse stables are to be used for the stabling of horses only. No 
Exhibitor has any right to use or occupy any stable for any 
alternate purpose other than stabling an exhibited horse unless 
they have written authority from the RAS. Penalty $150 per day 
and/or disqualification from competing at the then current Show, 
in which event any Award that the Exhibitor may have won at 
that Show is also forfeited. 

(g) Exhibitors residing within a 100 km radius of the Showground 
are unlikely to be provided with stables in the initial allocation, 
but every endeavour will be made to accommodate these 
nominations should withdrawals permit. 

(h) For each Exhibit that has been allocated a stable, a Stable 
Deposit fee of $100 per stable (which covers your tack room 
combination lock) is payable at the time of stabling allocation 
payment. These deposits will be refunded within three weeks 
after the conclusion of the Show subject to all of your stables 
being left in a satisfactory condition and the tack room lock being 
intact. For broken or damaged stable panels or canvas screens, 
a fee of $50 will be deducted from the stable deposit. 

16. Any Exhibitor acting in breach of the RAS General Regulation may, 
at the discretion of the Committee, be disqualified from competing 
at the then current Show, in which event any Award that the Exhibitor 
may have won at that Show is also forfeited. 

17. Exhibitors must provide their own feed bins and shavings for horses 
stabled on the Showground. 

EXHIBITION PASSES 

18. Passes will be allocated to Exhibitors as follows:  

 1 and 2 horses 2 Passes 
 3 and 4 horses  3 Passes 
 5 and more horses  4 Passes 

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS 

19. All horses must be on the Showground by 8am on any day on which 
a Class in which they are entered is to be judged.  

Horses coming long distances, and for which Stables have been 
allocated, may be stabled on the Showground before the Show, but 
not prior to MONDAY 4 APRIL 2022. 

During the Show, no horse is permitted on the grounds prior to 7pm 
on the night before the first day of allocated stabling. Any Exhibitor 
who arrives before 7pm will not be permitted onto the Showground. 

DEPARTURES 

20. No horses may be stabled on the Showground after midday on 
WEDNESDAY 20 APRIL 2022. 

Written application may be lodged at the Horse Section Office to 
seek approval to vacate the Showground prior to an allocated 
departure time. Such approval is at the sole discretion of Horse 
Committee. 

No horse may be removed from the Showground unless a pass 
(obtainable from the Horse Parking Supervisor) is presented at the 
exit gate.  

PAVILIONS OPEN TO PUBLIC  

21. The Horse Pavilions shall be open to the public daily from 9.30am 
to 7pm. All Horse Pavilions will be closed to the public from one-half 
hour before to one-half hour after each Grand Parade.  

No Exhibitor is permitted to obstruct any passageway or stable aisle 
- any obstruction will be removed by RAS Staff, and the Exhibitor 
may be disqualified from all events and asked to leave the 
Showground, fined $150 or may result in Disciplinary Action under 
the General Regulations. 

EXHIBITS - WELFARE 

22. (a) The RAS reserves the right in its absolute discretion to take such 
action as a Veterinary Surgeon may advise in relation to any 
animate Exhibit including without limitation: 

i) administration of any drug or form of treatment (including 
surgical treatment); 

ii) removal of the Exhibit from any location to another location 
(in or out of the Showground); 

iii) destruction of the Exhibit, 

iv) or to require the Exhibitor of the Exhibit to do so. 

(b)  The Exhibitor of an Exhibit referred to in paragraph (a) of this 
Regulation indemnifies the RAS in respect of all costs incurred 
by the RAS in connection with any action taken pursuant to 
paragraph (a). 

23. No mare or filly is to compete or take part in any ridden RAS 
Competition after day 120 of its pregnancy. 

24. The RAS may at any time request that the Exhibitor of any Exhibit 
provide documentary evidence that the Exhibit has been vaccinated 
against any nominated viral disease. 

CRUELTY TO HORSES 

25. (a)  No Exhibitor shall engage or be knowingly involved in cruelty to 
a horse. The RAS shall be the sole Judge of what constitutes 
cruelty, but it may include: 

i) to whip or beat a horse excessively, 

ii) to subject a horse to any kind of electric shock, 

iii) to use spurs, or to jab the horse in the mouth with the bit, 
excessively or persistently, 

iv) to remount, or attempt to remount, an exhausted, lame or 
injured horse, 

v) to rap a horse, 

vi) to hypersensitise any part of a horse, 

vii) to leave a horse without adequate food, drink or exercise, 

viii) excessive exercise, 

ix) tongues may not be tied in any manner. 

(b) Any case of cruelty must be reported immediately to the 
Chairman of the Committee, accompanied by documentary 
evidence in support. Reports more than 14 days after the 
occurrence will not be considered. 

AGE OF HORSES 

26. (a) The age of a horse is calculated as from 1 August. Every horse 
foaled before 1 August in any year is deemed to be one year old 
on that date (Refer to “Age of Horses” table). 

(b) A filly is a female horse under 4 years of age. A colt is an 
ungelded male horse under 4 years of age. 

STALLIONS AND COLTS 

27. (a) Stallions and colts may only compete in Classes where 
specifically permitted. 

(b) Stallions are not eligible to compete in Classes (Jumping, 
Campdrafting and Tent Pegging excepted) other than those 
especially provided for entires. Stallions competing in a Stud 
Class, must parade in the customary manner. 

(c) Stallions and colts are not permitted in Grand Parades. 

(d) All stallions and colts, and their stables, in all Horse 
Competitions must be clearly identified with green identification 
at all times. 
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IDENTIFICATION OF EXHIBITS 

28.  (a) All horses entered in competitive Classes must be microchipped 
and have that chip recorded with a recognised National 
Registry. 

(b)  All horses entered in competitive Classes must be presented to 
the Official Measurer on the Showground for identification prior 
to competing in the Classes in which they are entered. 

(c)  Registration papers and microchip registration certificates must 
be presented at this time, so that the animal can be identified 
prior to competing. 

(d) If the microchip number provided at time of entry does not match 
to the Exhibit when scanned, the Exhibit may be ineligible to 
compete. 

STAINING OR COLOURING 

29. Staining or colouring of hair or skin, or excessive make up on any 
Exhibit is not permitted, and any such Exhibit may be disqualified by 
the Chief Steward, from a Class in which it is exhibited. 

MEASURING HORSES 

30. Horses entered in Classes for which the height is limited must be 
presented to the Official Measurer. Other measuring certificates will 
not be accepted. Benchslips must be produced for identification 
purposes at the time of measuring. Registration certificates must be 
able to be produced if requested. 

Once a horse is measured, it is not permitted to leave the 
Showground until after all entered Classes have concluded, unless 
withdrawn. 

31. Any Exhibitor who by himself or any agent:  

(a) directly or indirectly presents a horse which has an identity other 
than its true identity,  

(b) does any act or thing which is likely to result in a horse being 
incorrectly identified, 

(c) does any act or thing which is likely to result in a horse being 
incorrectly measured, or 

(d) presents a horse for measuring when the horse has had any 
Prohibited Substance administered to it, 

is automatically disqualified from Exhibiting in any Class at the 
Show. 

32. The RAS may in its discretion and without assigning any reason, 
refuse to measure any horse presented for measuring if in its opinion 
the horse is not in a fit or proper condition to be measured or if in its 
opinion any circumstances exist which are likely to lead to the horse 
being incorrectly measured.  

33. A horse will be measured once only. If a protest is lodged the horse 
must be presented and measured unshod. The Committee reserves 
the right under these circumstances to obtain an inspection by the 
RAS’s Veterinary Surgeon and may require the horse to be 
swabbed. 

Any amendment to the height appearing on the breastplate may only 
be made by the Official Measurer. 

When measuring a horse, an allowance of up to 1 cm or 3/8 inch 
may be made for shoes. 

A horse may be transferred to another Class if it is determined by 
the Official Measurer to be over or under height for the Class for 
which it has been entered. 

WITHDRAWALS/NON-ATTENDANCE  

Withdrawals must be submitted using the online withdrawal form 
available at www.rasnsw.com.au/horse or from the Horse Section 
office during the Show. 

34. WITHDRAWALS: Withdrawals submitted prior to 7am on the day 
on which the Class is scheduled to take place will NOT attract a 
withdrawal fee.  

35. ABSENT PENALTY: Exhibitors who do not withdraw by 7am on the 
day on which the Class is scheduled must pay an Absent Penalty of 
$150 for each Exhibit or Exhibitor not present in each and every 
event for which the horse or rider has been nominated (except pairs 
and teams - this does not include the Parent & Child Class). 

Withdrawals received prior to  MONDAY 14 MARCH 2022 may be 
eligible for a refund of Entry Fees (an Administration Fee of $16 will 
be retained per entry per Class). The refund is paid at the discretion 

of the Committee upon notification. No Entry Fee refunds will be 
issued for withdrawals received after this date. Withdrawals received 

prior to MONDAY 4 APRIL 2022 may be eligible for a refund of 
stabling fees paid. No refunds for stabling fees will be issued after 
this date. 

PRIZE RIBBONS 

36. Ribbons and rosettes may be awarded based on the number of 
Competitors in the Class on the day of Competition in accordance 
with the following table:  

Up to 5 Exhibits 3 ribbons 

6 to 10 Exhibits 5 ribbons 

11 to 20 Exhibits 6 ribbons 

21 Exhibits and over 7 ribbons 

CHAMPIONSHIP AWARDS 

37. In Championships Classes, all first prize winners in the nominated 
Classes must parade. 

For the Reserve Championship, all first prize winners in the 
nominated Classes, except the winner of the relevant Championship 
Award, together with the second prize winner from the Class which 
was won by the Champion, must parade. 

For the Supreme Championship, all Championship winners from the 
nominated sections must parade. 

Exhibits will only be excused from parading for Champion or 
Reserve Champion in the case of: 

(a)  Horse Exhibits - on the production of a certificate from an RAS 
Veterinary Surgeon stating that the Exhibit is unfit to parade. 

(b) Riding Competitors - on the production of a doctor's certificate 
stating that the rider is unfit to parade. 

Failure to parade when eligible for a Championship, Reserve 
Championship or Supreme Championship shall render the 
Exhibitor/Competitor liable to a Penalty of $150 plus the forfeiture of 
prize money, ribbons or trophy that may have been awarded in the 
Class which qualified the Exhibitor/Competitor for the Championship 
Class. 

If a Champion shall be disqualified or shall be found to be unqualified 
to compete in the Class for which it was entered or to compete for 
the Championship, then the Award shall be withdrawn. No other 
Exhibit shall be entitled as of right to the Award, but the Committee 
may with or without the advice or recommendation of the Judge, 
decide whether the Award shall be awarded and if so, to which 
Exhibit. 

PROTEST 

38. (a)  An Exhibitor who desires to enter a protest concerning any 
decision made from their competing Class on the part of a Judge 
or any decision or act or omission on the part of the RAS or of 
any Officials of the RAS, shall lodge a Protest form (available 
from the Horse Section Office) before noon of the day next 
following the day on which such decision, act or omission 
occurred.  

(b) Every protest must be accompanied by a fee of $100 and this 
amount shall be forfeited to the RAS if the protest is not upheld. 

(c) The protest shall be determined by the Chairman of the 
Committee and the Chief Steward of the Class or section 
concerned. Their decision shall be final and binding. No reasons 
for the decision shall be required. 

SUBSTITUTE JUDGE 

39. The Committee reserves the right to substitute a Judge. 

SUITABLE ATTIRE 

40. (a) When in the ring, Attendants must be suitably attired. A Person 
not suitably attired is not permitted to compete in a Class, or 
appear in a Grand Parade. 

(b) When in the Grand Parade Attendants must wear the same 
attire or substantially similar attire, as was worn by Attendants 
in the ring in which the Exhibit of which they are in charge was 
Exhibited. All Grand Parade Attendants must wear a hat. 

(c) All Attendants of led horses, in Grand Parades may wear RAS 
dust coats in lieu of coats/waistcoats  
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HORSE   19 

 

S P E C I A L  H O R S E  R E G U L A T I O N S  ( c o n t i n u e d )

ACCEPTABLE ATTIRE 

41. (a) For all Attendants: 

Long trousers/skirts; long sleeved shirt or blouse with collar; tie; 
stock or cravat; waist coat and/or coat; brimmed hat or cap (not 
baseball type; no fascinators); dark enclosed shoes or boots. 
NO DENIM. 

(b) For all riders on the flat, and Showjumpers: 

 Hat: Approved headgear according to Regulation 42(d). 

 Breeches or jodhpurs: Fawn, white or cream coloured. 

 Boots: Full grained leather top boots/leather gaiters or jodhpur 
boots. 

 A suitable long sleeved coat. 

 Spurs: If spurs are worn, rowels must be blunt. 

(c) Despite the above, the decision of the Chief Steward of a Class 
(or, in the case of a Grand Parade, any Steward in that parade) 
as to whether or not an Attendant’s attire is suitable, shall be 
final. 

EQUIPMENT - WHIPS, SNAFFLE BITS, SPURS, & HELMETS 

42. (a)  Whips: 

Whips in ridden Classes shall not exceed 77 cm in total length, 
except in Showjumping where EA Regulations will be enforced. 
The length includes the flap. This excludes Ridden Heavy Horse 
Classes. 

(b) Spurs: 

Spurs which are capable of wounding a horse are forbidden. 
There must be a shank not exceeding 4 cm in length pointing 
only towards the rear. 

(c) Bits: 

All ridden & harness horses must be shown in a bit except where 
otherwise stated in the RAS Horse Schedule. 

Only snaffle bits having the following features are approved for 
use in Classes specifying the use of snaffle bits. Snaffle bits 
shall be composed of:  

i) metal; or 

ii) metal and rubber (flexible rubber bits are not permitted); or 

iii) metal and synthetic material. 

iv) snaffle bits made only of metal must meet the following: 

v) all parts of the bit coming into the horse’s mouth must be of 
metal (not necessarily the same metal); 

vi) the diameter of the mouthpiece of both the snaffle bit must 
be such so as not to hurt the horse;  

vii) mouthpieces may be the same thickness or tapered 
towards the centre or central joints; 

viii) all parts coming into the horse’s mouth shall be rounded, 
smooth and not ridged, sharp or corrugated. 

ix) keeping with the definition above, also permitted: 

x) half moon - port-mouth - curved 

xi) rubber or synthetic bit - both jointed and unjointed 

xii) sweet iron bit 

(d) Helmets:  

All Persons riding a horse must wear approved safety helmets 
to the current Australian, European, British or American 
Standard whilst mounted including but not limited to 
Competition and exercise arenas (unless otherwise specified).  

The restraining helmet harness must be secured and fastened 
at all times.  

Only helmets bearing one or more the standards below are 
accepted: 

Current Australian standard AS/NZS 3838 (2006 onwards) 
provided they are SAI Global marked. 

New Australian standard ARB HS 2012 provided they are 
SAI Global marked. 

Current American standard ASTM F1163 (2004a or 04a 
onwards) provided they are SEI marked. 

Current American standard SNELL E2001. 

Current British standard PAS 015 (1998 or 2011) provided 
they are BSI Kitemarked. 

Interim European Standard VG1 (01.040: 2014-12) with or 
without BSI Kitemark. 

It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to ensure they are wearing the 
correct helmet, however, should the RAS deem the helmet worn 
is not of appropriate standard, or the Exhibitor is not wearing a 
helmet, the Exhibitor will be asked to dismount immediately. 

 

      (e)   Velcro: 

 Velcro or similar materials are forbidden to be used as a riding 
    aid. Any persons found using these materials may be 
   disqualified from a Class in which it is exhibited, by the Chief 
   Steward.

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RESTRAINING BITS 

43. All Stallions and Colts one year old and over brought into the ring for 
led Classes must be in the charge of a competent handler, and must 
be properly controlled, with a suitable restraining bit in their mouth 
and wearing head gear of proper strength and quality which is in 
use. 

A suitable restraining bit or a show halter (which must have a throat 
lash; Welsh exempted) is acceptable for Mares, Fillies and Geldings. 

The following breed associations are permitted to be shown in 
Classes restricted to that breed other than with a restraining bit; all 
of the other conditions included in this Regulation being applicable: 
The Australian Miniature Pony Society Inc. 

EXHIBIT NUMBERS 

44. Exhibit Numbers will be supplied at the Horse Section Office, on the 
following basis:  

(a) Breastplate numbers: for horses Exhibited in Breed, Saddle, 
Miscellaneous and Harness Classes. 

Each horse must carry the same breastplate number in all 
events it contests in those Classes. 

(b) Saddlecloth numbers: for horses competing in Jumping 
Competitions. The same saddlecloth number will be affixed to 
the rider of the horse in all events in which it competes in these 
Competitions. 

(c) Arm band numbers: for riders entered in Riding Exhibitions. 

Each rider will carry the same arm band number in each event he or 
she contests in these Competitions. 

On all occasions the Exhibit Numbers (breastplate number, 
saddlecloth number or arm band number) must be affixed to each 
horse or rider before arrival at the Marshalling Area preparatory to 
entering the ring. It is the responsibility of each Exhibitor and 
Competitor to ensure that the correct Exhibit number (Catalogue 
number) is carried by the horse or rider. Horses exhibiting with the 
incorrect catalogue number may be disqualified. 

WEARING OF SADDLECLOTH AND BRIDLE NUMBERS  

45. Every Exhibit whilst in the ring and being Exhibited for the purpose 
of Competition or parading in any jumping Class must wear a 
saddlecloth or bridle number which must bear the certified number 
allocated to the Exhibit in the Class in which the Exhibit is for the 
time being competing or parading. 

The saddlecloth or bridle number must be worn conspicuously by 
each Exhibit. 

WEARING OF ARM BAND NUMBERS & BREASTPLATE 
NUMBERS 

46. (a) Every rider whilst in the ring for the purpose of Competition or 
parading in any riding Exhibition must wear an arm band 
number which will be provided by the RAS and which must bear 
the certified number allocated to the rider in the Class in which 
the Exhibit is for the time being competing or parading. This 
number must be in an approved arm band holder and should be 
worn on the left arm. Approved arm band holders will be 
available for purchase at the Horse Section Office for $10. 

Each Application for Entry in a riding Competition shall be 
deemed an application for an arm band number. 

(b) Every Exhibit whilst in the ring and being Exhibited for the 
purpose of Competition or parading in any Breed, Saddle and 
Miscellaneous Class must wear a breastplate number which will 
be provided by the RAS and which must bear the certified 
number allocated to the Exhibit in the Class in which the Exhibit 
is for the time being competing or parading. 

The breastplate number must be worn on the front by each 
Exhibit. 

Each Application for Entry in a Breed, Saddle and 
Miscellaneous Class shall be deemed an application for a 
breastplate number. The breastplate number is issued by the 
RAS and it is the Exhibitor's right to use it in the ring during the 
particular Show in respect of which it is issued. 

(c) Every Exhibitor’s vehicle whilst in the ring and being Exhibited 
for the purpose of Competition or parading in any Light Harness, 
and Business, Delivery & Turnout Class must wear a 
breastplate number which will be provided by the RAS and 
which must bear the certified number allocated to the Exhibitor 
in the Class in which the Exhibitor is for the time being 
competing or parading. 

The breastplate number must be conspicuously located on 
the back of each Exhibitor’s vehicle. 

Each Application for Entry in a Light Harness, and Business, 
Delivery & Turnout Class shall be deemed an application for a 
breastplate number. The breastplate number is issued by the 
RAS and it is the Exhibitor's right to use it in the ring during the 
particular Show in respect of which it is issued. 

AGE AND COMPETENCE OF COMPETITORS 

47. (a) A Person who has not attained the age of 6 years must not 
exhibit or be a participant in an Exhibit at Sydney Royal Easter 
Show (unless otherwise stipulated for a particular Class). 

(b) Subject to (c), a Person who has not attained the age of 17 
years must not ride or handle a stallion at a Show. 

(c) Permission may be sought from the Ringmaster for a rider less 
than 17 years of age to ride a stallion not exceeding 12.2hh. 
This permission must be sought at least 24 hours prior to the 
Class and will be granted at the discretion of the Ringmaster. 

(d) The Chief Steward may at any time require a Person who does 
not appear to be able to ride or handle any horse to dismount, 
allow other Persons to handle the horse, or leave the ring. 

 

(e) The age of a Person is determined as at the first day of the Show 
(Refer to “Age of Riders” table). 

RIDING, HACK & SHOW HUNTER CLASSES - AGE 
RESTRICTIONS 

48. (a) All Exhibits in ridden Pony Hack Classes, Breed Classes, Show 
Hunter, Working Show Hunter or Riding Classes not exceeding 
12.2hh must be ridden by a rider less than 17 years of age. 

(b)  Parents or assistants will not be permitted in the ring during the 
judging of Children’s Riding Classes. 

Should any parent or assistant impart any tuition whatsoever or 
encouragement to a child rider during the course of judging, the 
child rider shall be immediately disqualified. 

(c)  All Exhibits in ridden Pony Hack Classes, Breed Classes, Show 
Hunter, Working Show Hunter or Riding Classes over 12.2hh 
and not exceeding 14hh may be ridden by adults or children. All 
riders must be suitably mounted. The Judge’s decision in this 
respect is final. 

(d)  All Exhibits in ridden Galloway Classes, Breed Classes, Show 
Hunter, Working Show Hunter or Riding Classes over 14hh and 
not exceeding 15hh must be ridden by a rider 9 years and over, 
unless otherwise stated. All riders must be suitably mounted. 
The Judge’s decision in this respect is final. 

(e)  All Exhibits over 15hh in Hack Classes, Breed Classes, Show 
Hunter, Working Show Hunter or Riding Classes, must be 
ridden by a rider 12 years and over. All riders must be suitably 
mounted. The Judge’s decision in this respect is final. 

MARSHALLING AREA 

49. No Exhibitor or Attendant will be permitted to enter the Marshalling 
Area unless his or her horse has affixed to it an Exhibit Number and 
is required to enter the ring to compete in a Class, event or during 
designated practice times.  

A Competitor in riding events will be permitted to enter the 
Marshalling Area provided that he or she is mounted, has an arm 
band number affixed and is required in the ring to compete in an 
event.  

ASSEMBLY IN MARSHALLING AREA 

50. Exhibitors in ring events must have their horses in the Marshalling 
Area not later than 15 minutes prior to the commencement of the 
event. Any Exhibitor not present with his or her horse at the time of 
the commencement of the event, will not be permitted to compete in 
such event except at the discretion of the Chief Steward.  
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GRAND PARADES 

51. All Exhibits must parade in all Grand Parades including:  

(a) Each Exhibit stabled on the Showground, including day stables. 

(b) All Exhibits that are judged on the Showground on the day on 
which a Grand Parade is held, including those without day 
stables. 

 (c) No departures are permitted prior to & during Grand Parades. 

All Champion, Reserve Champion, Supreme Champion and prize 
winners that are judged on the day of and the day prior to the Grand 
Parade must parade in the Grand Parade following, and if stabled 
on the ground, in all Grand Parades. 

All winners of the Classes listed below or as amended from time to 
time and posted up on the Horse Superintendents Office notice 
board, must parade in the parade following the Award, and if stabled 
on the ground, in all parades. 

• Champion Senior Boy and Girl Rider 

• Champion Junior Boy and Girl Rider  

• Champion Lady Rider 

• Champion Gentleman Rider 

• Ida Buring Rinegolde Perpetual Prize  

• Col A V Pope Silver Perpetual Trophy 

• F L Crane Perpetual Trophy 

• R M Williams Most Versatile Australian Stock Horse Exhibit  

• Champion and Reserve Champion Hacks 

• Champion and Reserve Champion Galloways 

• Champion and Reserve Champion Pony Hacks 

• Champion and Reserve Champion Show Hunters - Pony, 
Galloway, and over 15 hands 

• Supreme Champion Turnout Exhibit 

• Authentic Period Turnout Class 

Where an Exhibit is entered in a ridden Class immediately prior to 
the Grand Parade, the Exhibit must be ridden in the Grand Parade. 

Where an Exhibit is entered in a driven vehicle Class prior to the 
Grand Parade, the Exhibit must be driven in the Grand Parade. 

52. (a) All champions must parade as they were ridden in the 
Championship Class, unless special dispensation is granted by 
the Ringmaster. 

(b) All other horses must parade as they were exhibited in their 
competitive Classes.  

(c) Any Exhibitor who fails to parade his/her horse shall forfeit all 
prize money (if any) won by him/her and be liable to a fine of 
$150, for each animal not paraded. 

53. It is the Exhibitors responsibility to ensure the Horse is eligible for 
participation in the Grand Parade. Horses that are not suitably 
trained and conditioned for participation in the Grand Parade are not 
eligible for competition. Should a horse be deemed intractable by 
the RAS, the Exhibit may be disqualified and removed from the 
Showground, at the discretion of the RAS.  

The Exhibitor which breaches this Regulation shall forfeit all prize 
money, prizes or trophies won by him/her and will be liable for a fine 
of $150.  

54. All horses in the Grand Parade must be in the charge of a competent 
handler who is over 6 years of age and accepted and competing in 
Competition Classes, and must be properly controlled, with a 
suitable restraining bit in their mouth.  

The Exhibitor of any Exhibit which breaches this Regulation will be 
liable, at the sole discretion of the Committee, to disqualification 
from the Show, the forfeiture of any prizes, prize money or trophies 
won, and a Penalty of $150. 

EXEMPTIONS FROM GRAND PARADES  

55. Unless granted an exemption, each Exhibitor, Competitor and each 
Exhibit on the Showground, including those with day stables, must 
parade in the Grand Parades held during the Show. It is the 
responsibility of each Exhibitor to ensure each Exhibit has a 

competent leader, rider or driver and the failure to provide one will 
not be considered as grounds for an exemption.  

Stallions and Colts are not permitted in any Grand Parades. 

The RAS may exempt a Competitor or an Exhibit from a particular 
Grand Parade on such grounds as the RAS may determine but only 
on written application to the RAS. The RAS at its sole discretion may 
grant or withhold any exemption. 

Following the Closing Date for each Section, where an Exhibitor or 
an agent is responsible for a team of horses (4 horses or more) with 
the same Exhibitor name on the Entry Forms, an exemption form 
may be forwarded to the Horse Section, outlining the number of 
horses that must be paraded. 

No applications for exemption will be accepted during the 
Show. On the day of each Grand Parade, an Exhibitor or an agent 
responsible, may provide notification of non-attendance to the Horse 
Section Office on the following grounds only: 

(a) Ill health of the Competitor, evidenced by a certificate from a 
medical practitioner; 

(b) Ill health or unsoundness in the case of an Exhibit, evidenced 
by a certificate from a RAS certified Veterinary Surgeon. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 

56. (a) Exhibitors must not use primus stoves or heating or lighting 
appliances of a like character or any naked light. 

(b)  Exhibitors must ensure that all pavilion doors are open at all 
times and that passageways are free of any obstruction to the 
movement of horses and pedestrians. 

RINGMASTER 

57. The word Ringmaster includes the Ringmaster, any deputy or 
assistant Ringmaster and any Person for the time being exercising 
some or all of the functions of the Ringmaster.  

A determination by the Ringmaster on any question or dispute 
arising in or incidental to the conduct of the ring or the conduct of 
any Competition, Parade, Exhibition or event or as to the action of 
any Exhibit or Exhibitor or Competitor or as to the proper description 
of anything whether animate or inanimate shall be final and binding 
upon all Exhibitors. 

PROHIBITION OF MULTIPLE EXHIBITS 

58. No Rider, Handler or Exhibitor may parade or ride more than one 
Exhibit in any one Class (unless otherwise specified in Sectional 
Conditions or determined by the Horse Committee). 

ACCOMMODATION 

59. Loft Accommodation will be allocated where possible to Exhibitors 
as follows: 

 1 - 2 horses   1 Loft space allocation 

 3 - 4 horses  2 Loft space allocations  

 5 horses + 3 Loft space allocations 

MAIN ARENA ACCESS 

60. Persons, other than Main Arena Officials, seeking entry into the 
Main Arena may only do so with the permission of the Ringmaster 
and must be accompanied by a Main Arena Official. 

PERPETUAL TROPHIES 

61. Perpetual Trophies remain the property of the Royal Agricultural 
Society of NSW. Ownership of the Trophy does not pass to the 
winning Exhibitor. A medallion will be presented to the annual winner 
whose name will be engraved on the Trophy. 

SPECIAL HORSE REGULATION 

62. If there is any inconsistency between Special Horse Regulations and 
any provision appearing hereafter in this Schedule, the applicable 
provision(s) of Special Horse Regulations will prevail.

HORSES OR PONIES COMPETING IN BUSINESS, DELIVERY AND 
TURNOUT CLASSES ARE NOT ELIGIBLE TO COMPETE IN LIGHT 
HARNESS SECTION CLASSES AND VICE VERSA. 

HACKNEY PONIES OR HORSES 

Only Ponies or Horses which are registered with the Australian Pony Stud 
Book, or a recognised Stud Book for Hackneys are eligible for entry in 
these Classes.  

NON-HACKNEY PONIES OR HORSES 

Only Ponies or Horses registered in Equestrian Australia (State 
Branches) Register, Show Horse Council of Australasia or registered with 
a recognised society are eligible for entry in these Classes. (Refer to 
Special Horse Regulation 11). 

All horses entered in competitive Classes must be microchipped and   
have that chip recorded with a recognised National Registry.  

Horses or Ponies with 25% or more Hackney in their breeding must 
compete in the Hackney Classes. 

Horses or Ponies competing in Light Harness section Classes are not 
eligible to compete in Business, Delivery & Turnout Classes and vice 
versa. 

Horses and Ponies shown in Sulkies, Gigs or Buggies should wear Sulky 
or Buggy Harness with Breechings. Viceroy Harness is not permitted with 
these vehicles. 

Joggers, Breaking-in Gigs and other Vehicles of a similar nature will not 
be allowed in the Arena except during designated exercise periods. 

Winkers must be worn by all Exhibits competing in the Light Harness 
section. 

Top reins and/or head checks are permitted except for Shetland Classes 
where head checks are NOT permitted. 

Stallions shall be permitted only in Classes which specifically state that 
Stallions are permitted. 

Stallions (except Shetland Ponies) shall be permitted to show in all 
relevant Turnout Classes. 

SHETLAND PONIES 

Only Shetland Ponies registered as pure bred or foal recorded in a 
recognised Stud Book for Shetlands are eligible to compete in Classes in 
the Shetland Pony section except where otherwise specified. 

All Shetland Ponies must be shown in natural coat and full feather 
when shown as a representative of their breed. 

EXERCISE 

At the discretion of the Committee, harness horses will be allowed to be 
exercised on the GIANTS Stadium track each day following the first day 
of the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show. The time will be decided by the 
Horse Committee and advertised at the Horse Office. Exercising of 
Harness Horses in the Parade Ring prior to the commencement of the 
Show will not be permitted. 

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENT 

For qualifications into Light Harness Classes, please refer to the 
Guidelines for Performance at the front of the Schedule. 

AGE AND BIRTH CERTIFICATES 

Each Competitor must be the age specified in each applicable Class, on 
the first day of the 2022 Sydney Royal Easter Show. 

A copy of the driver or handler’s birth certificate must be able to be 
produced for perusal by the RAS Ring Steward or other RAS Authorised 
Person. The Committee also reserves the right to again review a birth 
certificate. 

HANDLERS 

All Horses and Ponies entered in Harness Classes must have a Handler. 
The Handler must be correctly attired. Handlers in all Light Harness 
Classes must be 12 years or over. 
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MINIMUM AGE OF DRIVERS 

Drivers in all Light Harness Classes must be 17 years & over, except 
where otherwise specified, to drive a horse or any type of Stallion or 
Colt and 15 years and over to drive a pony (except a Stallion or Colt). 

GRAND PARADES: NUMBER OF PERSONS ON ONE VEHICLE 

The number of Persons on any one vehicle participating in a Parade 
must not exceed two, Period Class vehicles excepted, or with the 
consent of the Chairman of the Committee. 

MEASURING OF EXHIBITS 

No Exhibit shall be judged unless so measured prior to competing 
(Refer to Special Regulation 30). 

DEFINITIONS 

A Buggy is a four-wheeled, hard tyred horse drawn vehicle, designed 
primarily for the carriage of people. It has one or two seats with seating 
for one, two or four people, all facing forward. It has a flat or curved tray 
floor with full or partly boxed sides and a dashboard. It may have a hood. 
The floor is NOT undercut to accommodate the turning of the 
forecarriage and front wheels. It can be pulled by one or two horses. 

A Sulky is a two wheeled, hard tyred vehicle to seat two people, it has 
two elliptic or semi-elliptic springs parallel to the shafts. The springs are 
attached to the shafts and axle, it may have a third spring attached to 
the parallel springs and to a span-iron. The vehicle, except the wheels 
and axle, is wholly supported by the springs and horse. For use with a 
single horse and also with a tandem. 

A Gig/Road Cart is a two wheeled hard tyred vehicle to seat one or two 
people, for use with a single horse that does not conform to the 
definition of a Sulky. 

A Show Vehicle/Viceroy is a four-wheeled vehicle with pneumatic tyres, 
seating one Person.  

TRAINING OF HARNESS HORSES 

Any attachment to a horse or to any equipment on a horse or the use 
of any device that is capable of affecting the performance or gait of a 
horse is prohibited. 

JUDGING 

The Judge will record the points score on the back of the Award Card 
in Turnout Classes. It is at the absolute discretion of the Judge and the 
Chair of the Horse Committee as to whether scoresheets are posted at 
the completion of the Class. 

SCALE OF JUDGING POINTS 

All Turnout Classes will be judged on the following scale of points: 

Horse or Pony 50 points 

Vehicle 30 points 

Harness 10 points 

General Appearance 10 points 

Total 100 points 

In the event of a tie in a Turnout Class, the prize will be awarded to the 
horse with the highest points. If still a tie, the Prize is to be awarded to 
the vehicle with the highest points, if still a tie the Prize is to be awarded 
to the Harness with the highest points.

- Hair should be neat and tidy in a style that sits above the collar of the 
jacket 

- An approved black velvet safety helmet that meets the Sydney Royal 
Easter Show Regulations (Refer to Special Regulation 42 (d)) 

- Fawn or cream string cotton black gloves fastened at the wrist with a 
small button 

- Plain or plaited leather hacking cane that matches the colour of the 
saddlery 
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SADDLERY: 

- Should be of good quality, in good condition and be a correct fit 

- Should match in colour and complement the colour of the horse 

- Leather should be stitched 

- A double bridle should be worn with a flat leather browband, 
stainless steel bit and bridoon, lip strap and chain guard 

- Saddle, leather Fitzwilliam girth, buckle guards and stirrup leathers 
should match 

- Stainless steel stirrup irons with two rough metal bars under foot 

- Lined sheepskin numnah that closely matches the saddle colour is 
acceptable

FEBRUARY 2022 

Registration: Each horse must be currently registered with the Equestrian 
Federation of Australia (State Branches) Register Jumping Horses or in 
a National Federation Register at the time of nomination. Riders: All riders 
must be members of the Equestrian Australia or their National 
Federation. Riders may NOT ride more than two horses in any event. 
In Sections B & D riders can ride only one horse. 

Registration Certificates must be produced for perusal by the RAS’ 
Steward should they be required by a Steward or other authorised 
person. 

Nominations will not be accepted unless all information required is 
supplied on the application form provided. 

The following information is required: 

a) The Name and age of the Exhibit 

b) The EA registration number of Rider & Exhibit 

c) The type & description of the Exhibit 

d) Current grading points 

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS 

Each Exhibitor will be required to complete the performance section 
contained in the online Application for Entry. 

SCRATCHINGS 

Should the Acceptance Fee not be received within the time advised by 
the RAS, the nomination may be automatically rejected by the RAS. 

Once an Exhibit is stabled on the Showground, it may not leave the 
grounds until all Competitions for which it has been entered have 
been completed or the Exhibit is withdrawn from all Classes.  

WITHDRAWALS/ NON-ATTENDANCE 

Refer to Special Horse Regulations 34 and 35. 

RINGMASTER 

The determination of the Ringmaster upon any question or dispute arising 
in or incidental to the conduct of the ring or the conduct of any 
Competition, Parade, Exhibition or Event therein or as to the action of any 
Exhibit or Exhibitor or Competitor or as to the proper description of 
anything whether animate or inanimate shall be final and binding upon 
the RAS and upon all Exhibitors and other persons affected thereby. 
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SPECIAL SHOWJUMPING REGULATIONS 

DRESS 

1. Refer to Special Horse Regulation 41 (b). 

2. Any rider competing in a Class may be precluded by the Committee 
from riding in such Class if such rider be not suitably attired. 

JUMPING COURSE AND ARENA 

3. The Jumping Arena will be entirely enclosed. 

4. CHANGE OF OWNER 

 Provided that if an Owner shall sell an Exhibit prior to the Day of 
Exhibition he shall forthwith notify the RAS in writing and thereupon: 

 (a) If such notice shall be received not less than 14 days prior to 
the Day of Exhibition of that Exhibit; and 

 (b) The purchaser shall request the RAS in writing to endorse upon 
the Application for Entry of that Exhibit the name of the 
purchaser as the Nominator of that Exhibit; and 

 (c) The purchaser agrees to be bound by the Regulations of the 
RAS; and 

 (d) If in all other respects the Exhibit is then eligible for Exhibition 
in the Class for which it was entered by the vendor the RAS 
may at sole discretion so endorse the Application for Entry and 
thereupon the purchaser shall for all purposes be deemed to 
have been the original Applicant for Entry for that Exhibit and 
shall be bound by the Regulations of the RAS. 

5. The RAS may allocate an Exhibit to any Class and may at any time 
transfer any Exhibit from one Class to another Class not 
withstanding that such Classes are not within the same Group and 
upon any such transfer the Exhibits shall be deemed to be entered 
in and shall compete only in the Class to which it has been so 
allocated or transferred. 

6. The RAS shall have the sole right to determine the eligibility of any 
Exhibit for any particular Class. 

CHANGE OF HORSE / RIDER COMBINATION 

7. The horse and rider combination, as nominated on the Application 
for Entry may not be altered unless permission is sought from the 
Horse Committee. 

DRAW FOR POSITIONS 

8. The order of starting in each event will be displayed in the window 
of the Horse Section office. Should any horse and rider not be ready 
to enter the ring in accordance with this draw and when called upon 
by the Marshalling Yard Steward he/she will be automatically 
scratched and penalised in accordance with the Regulations. The 
order of starting may only be altered by special permission of the 
Ground Jury. 

COURSE AND OBSTACLES 

9. The course and the obstacles and the conditions of contest for use 
or application in the contesting and judging of each Class, will 
respectively be such as the Committee shall in its discretion 
determine; course, obstacles and conditions of Competition will 
however correspond in the main with those recognised by the 
Federation Equestre Internationale. 

WALKING THE COURSE 
 
10. Riders of horses in the event about to be contested plus a 

maximum of one coach each are permitted to walk the course. No 
other Person will be allowed into the arena. Coaches must be 
appropriately attired and abide by RAS dress Regulations for the 
main arena. This applies to all showjumping sections. 

11. Each Group will comprise various Classes as indicated in the Show 
Schedule. 

12. All Jumping contests judged under the Fédération Equestre 
Internationale rules (FEI) & Equestrian Australia rules (EA) where 
appropriate.  

13. Stallions are required to wear a green disc on their bridle as per 
Equestrian Australia Regulations.

14.  (a) GROUP A (Senior Riders Sections 1, 2, 3) 

  For horses over 14.2hh. Horses entered in Group A are not 
eligible to compete in Group B or Group D but may be entered in 
the specified events in Group C. Any horse accepted into any of 
the Section A Competitions may only compete in that section. 
Another mount may be nominated for Section D if the rider is of 
the eligible age. Riders in this group must be 17 years of age or 
over on the first day of the Show. 

  Selection will be based on horses and riders as a combination 
and their performances at State Royal Shows, Agricultural 
Shows and specialised Jumping Shows (not including Jump 
Club or Pony Club events) at an appropriate level and placement 
on Equestrian Australia Jumping Squads.

  From nominations received the Committee will select the horses 
with the best performance (up to a maximum of 25 horses) to 
compete in SECTION 1 and the next best (up to a maximum of 
25 horses) to compete in SECTION 2. 

  Nominations for Group A must be made for this group as a whole 
and not for specific events for the maximum number of events 
for which the nomination may be accepted must accompany the 
nomination form if the nominations are not accepted no refund is 
payable. Final Acceptance Fees must be paid on receipt of 
advice of acceptance. If the horse has been accepted into the 
Competition and is not intending to compete, an official 
withdrawal must be completed, otherwise an Absent Penalty of 
$150 will apply. Horses entered in this group may also enter in 
specified Classes in Group D. 

(b) GROUP B (Junior Riders) 

  For horses which are considered by the Committee to be of a 
standard sufficient to warrant their inclusion. Group B 
Competitors may only nominate and ride one horse. Riders of 
any horse may not be substituted after the acceptance date, 
without the approval of the Horse Section Committee. This 
application MUST be made in writing and include the submission 
of a doctors certificate or appropriate documentation. 

  Selection will be based on horses and riders as a combination 
and their performances at State Royal Shows, Agricultural 
Shows, specialised Jumping Shows (not including Jump Club or 
Pony Club events) at an appropriate level and placement on 
Equestrian Australia Jumping Squads.  

  Horses entered in Group B are not eligible to compete in Groups 
A, C (Pony Club Teams excepted) or D. A rider may nominate to 
have two different mounts with one in Group B and one in Group 
D, if the rider is of the eligible age. Riders in this group must be 
aged from the beginning of the calendar year in which they reach 
12 years of age until the end of the calendar year they reach the 
age of 18 years of age. 

  Exhibitors are only permitted to nominate one horse in this 
Group. 

  At the discretion of the Committee an approximate number of 20 
horses will be selected from the nominations received to 
compete in Classes in this group. 

(c) GROUP C (Mini Prix, Grand Prix) 

  Those eligible, must be entered in these Classes by the specified 
entry closing date along with other Showjump Competition entry. 
Horses not entered into these Classes by the specified entry 
closing date will be ineligible to compete.  

Mini Prix: Horses may be entered only from those accepted in Group A

15. Showjumping Pointscore System 

The point score system to determine qualification for GP, Mini Prix, 
leading horse of each Section, Young Jumping Horse of the Show and 
Jumping Horse of the Show is as follows: 

Each first place shall receive 25 points, second place 24 points, third 
place 23 points, 4th placing 22 points and 5th placing shall receive 21 
points. 20 points shall be allocated for 6th ranking, with each ranking 
thereafter receiving one point less than the ranking prior until either; 
all rankings have received points or one point has been allocated to 
the 25th rank. Rankings lower than 25 do not receive points. 

For leading rider of the show points as above will only be awarded to 
5th place for each event. 

If there is equality of rankings in any event the points available for the 
equal places shall be added together and divided equally between 
those sharing the equal ranking or place. 
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In the event of a tie for the overall winner, the horse or rider with the 
greatest number of first placings will be declared the winner. Should 
the places still be equal, the number of lower placings will then be 
taken into account.

 Mini Prix Qualification: 

The top 20 Section 2 combinations who are not starting in GP and top 
10 performed Section 3 combinations. No combinations outside of 
these guidelines can be substituted in. 

 Grand Prix Qualification: 

All Section 1 combinations and 5 best performed Section 2 horses 
are eligible to start in the Grand Prix If one of the top 5 Section 2 
combination chooses not to start in the Grand Prix another 
combination will not be substituted in. 

If Section 2 combinations qualify and accept to compete into the Grand 
Prix, the balance of Entry Fee (between Mini Prix and Grand Prix entry 
must be paid prior to the Grand Prix draw.

Riders must be aged from the beginning of the calendar year in 
which they reach the age of 16 years until the end of the calendar 
year in which they reach the age of 21 years.

If a rider is of the age to compete in both Group D and Group B they 
may not ride the same mount in both Sections.
